Much more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath through him.

Because the law worketh wrath:

For as many as are of the works of the law are under the curse: for it is written, Cursed 45 every one that continueth not
in all things which are written in the book of the law to do them.

For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all.

.... no man is justified by the law in the sight of God, ## is evident: for, The just shall live by faith.

[ do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain.

Are ye so foolish? having begun in the Spirit, are ye now made perfect by the flesh?
For the law made nothing perfect, but the bringing in of a better hope did; by the which we draw nigh unto God.

For we through the Spirit wait for the hope of righteousness by faith.

Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that
hangeth on a tree:

Who also hath made us able ministers of the new testament; not of the letter, but of the spirit: for the letter killeth, but
the spirit giveth life.

Therefore by the deeds of the law there shall no flesh be justified in his sight: for by the law 45 the knowledge of sin.
Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ:
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Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus:
Not of works, lest any man should boast.

That no flesh should glory in his presence.
... that every mouth may be stopped, and all the world may become guilty before God.
