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HEAR YE THE WORD OF THE LORD;

What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin, that grace may abound?

God forbid. How shall we, that are dead to sin, live any longer therein?

Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law.

... we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ; that every one may receive the things done in his body,

according to that he hath done, whether it be good or bad.
From henceforth let no man trouble me: for [ bear in my body the marks of the Lord Jesus.

... he was wounded for our transgressions, be was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon

him; and with his stripes we are healed.1

Who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree, that we, being dead to sins, should live unto righteousness:
