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the children of Israel being removed from the promise land and
scaftered throughout the earth, due to our sin against God Almighty. The
consequences of these sins still pierce through generation after generation, manifesting
themselves as the curses due, for the freacherous acts committed —in violation of the
covenant that God established [with us], under Moses.

Although many highlight the acts and the curses imposed due to the acts, it is now time
for God's people [the children of Israel] to fulfill our part prophetically, by turning our
hearts back to our Maker [in prayer and repentance] — crying out for the deliverance
that He promised, unto restoration both spiritually and physically!

As it is written in the law of Moses, all this evil is come upon us: yet made we not our prayer before

the LORD our God, that we might turn from our iniquities, and understand thy truth.

Remember the days of old ...

... it came to pass in process of time, that the king of Egypt died: and the children of Israel sighed
by reason of the bondage, and they cried, and their cry came up unto God by reason of the bondage.

And God heard their groaning, and God remembered his covenant with Abraham, with Isaac, and
with Jacob.

And the LORD said, I have surely seen the affliction of my people which are in Egypt, and have

heard their cry by reason of their taskmasters; for I know their sorrows;

And I am come down to deliver them out of the hand of the Egyptians, and to bring them up out
of that land unto a good land and a large, unto a land flowing with milk and honey; unto the place
of the Canaanites, and the Hittites, and the Amorites, and the Perizzites, and the Hivites, and the
Jebusites.

Then will I sprinkle clean water upon you, and ye shall be clean: from all your filthiness, and from
all your idols, will I cleanse you.

A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you: and I will take away the

stony heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an heart of flesh.

And I will put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, and ye shall keep my
judgments, and do them.

And ye shall dwell in the land that I gave to your fathers; and ye shall be my people, and I will be
your God.

Thus saith the Lord GOD; I will yet for this be enquired of by the house of Israel, to do iz for

them; ...

Therefore say unto the house of Israel, Thus saith the Lord GOD; I do not #is for your sakes, O
house of Israel, but for mine holy name's sake, which ye have profaned among the heathen, whither

ye went.
Gather yourselves together, yea, gather together, O nation not desired;

Arise, cry out in the night: in the beginning of the watches pour out thine heart like water before

the face of the Lord: lift up thy hands toward him ...

He will fulfil the desire of them that fear him: he also will hear their cry, and will save them.
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... Shout ...

Cry aloud, spare not, lift up thy voice like a trumpet, and shew my people their transgression, and
the house of Jacob their sins.

Say unto them, ...
The heart is deceitful above all #hings, and desperately wicked: ...

Yet have we not prayed before the Lord, that we might turn every one from the imaginations of his
wicked heart.

O Lord our God, we have sinned, we have done ungodly, we have dealt unrighteously in all thine

ordinances.

Let thy wrath turn from us: for we are but a few left among the heathen, where thou hast scattered

us.

Hear our prayers, O Lord, and our petitions, and deliver us for thine own sake, and give us favour
in the sight of them which have led us away:

O Lord, look down from thine holy house, and consider us: bow down thine ear, O Lord, to hear
us.

O Lord Almighty, God of Israel, the soul in anguish the troubled spirit, crieth unto thee.

Hear, O Lord, and have mercy; for thou art merciful: and have pity upon us, because we have

sinned before thee.

For thou endurest for ever, and we perish utterly.
