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the fact that forgiveness is not optional for believers. We are
commanded to forgive others just as we would want forgiveness ourselves.

As it is written;

Forgive thy neighbour the hurt that he hath done unto thee, so shall thy sins also be forgiven

when thou prayest.

One man beareth hatred against another, and doth he seek pardon from the Lord?

He sheweth no mercy to a man, which is like himself: and doth he ask forgiveness of his own sins?

... when ye stand praying, forgive, if ye have ought against any: that your Father also which is in

heaven may forgive you your trespasses.

But if ye do not forgive, neither will your Father which is in heaven forgive your trespasses.

Then came Peter to him, and said, Lord, how oft shall my brother sin against me, and I forgive

him? till seven times?

Jesus saith unto him, I say not unto thee, Until seven times: but, Until seventy times seven.

To whom ye forgive any thing, I forgive also: for if I forgave any thing, to whom I forgave iz, for
your sakes forgave I it in the person of Christ;

Amen & Amen, So be it!
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The LORD said Forgive!
